•    Bolivia is the 3rd largest exporter of coca (cocaine in the raw).
•    Santa Cruz is the largest city in Bolivia.
•    President Evo Morales has pledged to reform Bolivia, reject 

Western concepts, and recover Aymaran wisdom. “We fight 
to defend the Pachamama [Mother Earth],” he said.

Bolivia and Abortion
Abortion is illegal except in cases of rape or incest or to save •	
the mother’s life.
Bolivia has •	 30,000-80,000 illegal abortions a year.
47-50% of hospital beds on gynecology wards are occupied •	
by patients admitted for abortion complications.
