a video. In the midst of it, Carlos called. Kelly left. CERVI’s
intercessors started praying.

Two months later, Kelly called. She had decided to keep the
baby, but her mom wanted Kelly to get an abortion. She
talked with a counselor for a long time. Again, our partners
prayed. If the Holy Spirit could convince Kelly, He could
convince her mom as well.

Kelly called back. God had answered their prayers and her
mom had accepted the baby, but now it was time to tell
Carlos’ family. Would they press for abortion too?

Days later, Kelly and her mother-in-law came to CERVI for
counseling. Carlos’ mother thanked us for helping Kelly avoid
an abortion. Kelly was happy—her family supported her, and
she’d learned God would take good care of her.
