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Ukraine was part of the Soviet Union 1922-1991. Since
achieving independence, the gap between rich and poor has
increased dramatically—most people are getting poorer.
Ukrainian is the national language, yet 24% speak Russian.
Radiation pollution from Chernobyl continues to impact
much of the country—people have weaker immune systems.
